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SACRAMENTAL PREPARATION 
 
REQUIREMENT FOR ALL PREPARATION:  Children preparing for sacraments at 
Immaculate Conception Church MUST participate in either Immaculate Conception School or 
the parish School of Religion the year immediately prior to participating in the parish’s 
sacramental preparation programs. 
 
“A minimum of one year’s attendance in the regular parish religious education program or parochial school is 
required immediately prior to the year in which the candidate is accepted into the program of immediate 
preparation for Confirmation.” P. 7 Seal of the Spirit – Archdiocese of Baltimore.  This requirement also 
applies to the immediate preparation for Reconciliation and Eucharist. – P. 28 Signs of God’s Love -  
Archdiocese of Baltimore. 
 
1st Reconciliation  
• The parish prepares its children for this sacrament in the 2nd grade (and older) prior to receiving 1st 

Communion. 
• Preparation for 1st Reconciliation takes place each fall and is administered by the parent with full 

support of the parish.  
• The Parent Orientation for preparation of this sacrament is on September 20, 2011 @ 7pm in the 

Auditorium.   Attendance is MANDATORY.  Registration and preparation materials will be distributed 
at this time. 

• The Group Celebration of the sacrament will tentatively take place on November 19, 2011 @ 7pm. 
 
1st Communion 
• The parish prepares its children for this sacrament in the 2nd grade (and older) once 1st 

Reconciliation is received. 
• Preparation for 1st Communion takes place each spring and is administered by the parent with full 

support of the parish. 
• Parent Orientation is on January 25, 2012 @ 7pm in the Auditorium.  Attendance is MANDATORY.  

Registration and preparation materials will be distributed at this time. 
• Group Celebrations for 1st Communion will take place on April 28 and May 5, 2011 @ 10am.  Each 

Candidate will be assigned which Mass they are to attend. 
 
Confirmation 
• The parish prepares its Confirmation Candidates for the sacrament in the 8th grade (and older). 
• Applications to prepare for the sacrament will be accepted this summer and are due by October 9,

available at the Orientation.
