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Spanish Program, Grades One through Five...

Grade 1--Students worked on a handout on the Presidential Inauguration, using related Spanish
words. They continue to learn new Spanish alphabet letters and words. They are becoming quite good
responding to my calls for hand gestures such as hands up high, hands on your folders, hands on you
head, on your chin, etc.

AMBASSADOR PROGRAM Q & With Kirsten Hoffman

Q: What is the Ambassador Program?

A: The Ambassador Program was started at ICS a few years ago to provide a personal welcome
to new students and their families. We also organize two parties in the spring - one to welcome
the incoming Kindergarten class and one to welcome all new K-8 students.

Q: How does the Ambassador Program welcome new families?

A: Once enrollment acceptances are returned in the spring, Ambassador Program volunteers or
"buddy families" are matched up with new families. Where we can, we try to match up families
with similarly aged children to make the experience informative for the parents and fun for the
children. The buddy families make welcome phone calls to the new families. Some get together
and meet over the summer and most meet up at the New Family Social.

Q: Does the Ambassador Program need volunteers?

A: Yes! We have approximately 40-50 new families enroll at ICS each year and can always use
help making them feel welcome. We mostly need volunteer families who currently have children
in Kindergarten or in preschool who will start kindergarten in the fall. Of course, all volunteers
are welcome as we have new students enrolling at all grade levels.
